The Quincy Medical Center Chest Clinic, a free outpatient clinic to serve local vulnerable populations at risk for tuberculosis, opened its doors at Quincy Medical Center in 2006. The Clinic, a collaboration between QMC, the Department of Public Health’s Tuberculosis Control Program and local health departments, uses a case management model to ensure that persons at risk for active TB are evaluated, placed on therapy and complete therapy.
